TRANS-ENERGY 

Rational 
This project aims at promoting energy saving by initiatives linked to public and private means of transport and by the diffusion of good practices in the partners countries. The present initiative is developed according to the decision made by the European Ministers of Environment on 17thJune 1998 in order to reduce gas emissions at 6,5 % in the period included between 2008 and 2012 and it is connected to the project POR Calabria 2000/2006, Action  1.11.a., Measure  1.11- Clean Energy.  

The present project aims at diffusing energy savings and at effectively using means of transport, and, by so doing, reducing the management costs of transport and their influence on the balance of payments in the business involved. 

Nowadays, most of human and productive activities request energy and the reduction of consumption can be achieved by improving the efficiency in the plants for the production of energy and by developing different energy strategies such as: cogeneration; renewable energies; recycling of wastes; energy saving. 
Obviously, in order to obtain positive results, local population must be educated to deal with issues such as differentiated collecting of wastes, heating consumption, choice of the domestic appliances, use of domestic water. The local administrations can play an important role in promoting initiatives aiming at raising popular awareness on these matters. In fact, Regional support will help in realising the operative plans foreseen for the project Interreg IVC.  
The assessment of gas emissions and the planning of actions which could reduce the emissions are the basic points to be considered in elaborating local policies oriented to sustainable development.

Energy used in transport represents the 30% of national energy consumptions. Means of transport on tyre (cars and trucks) are the principal responsible of energy consumption (89%); the remaining 11% is represented by trains, planes and boats. Petroleum and its derivates represent the 98% of transport consumption, while a little percentage is covered by natural gas (GPL). 
Consumption in transport contributes to the impoverishment of no-renewable resources (moreover petroleum) and it produces gases which alters the climate and damages environment and human life. The necessity to use sustainable and safe energy imposes important choices in transport, besides evaluating and finding new strategies of intervention. 
The promotion of sustainable mobility is a social event, which can involve reduction of costs and improving safety on the roads, by exploiting a positive influence on energy consumptions in this field, with a low environmental impact.
