What we do (a brief description of our projects)?

We deal with quality management projects. These projects are funded by the ESF (European Social Funds) and aim to avoid unemployment among youth. Our service is not directly addressed to young disadvantaged people themselves. Instead, we offer an advice service and organise advanced training for professional staff and are also responsible for the evaluation and documentation of local activities in this field. 

These local projects contribute to measures aimed at preventing young people from leaving school early without certification and in improving the skills they need to become integrated in work and professional life. These young people usually come from disadvantaged backgrounds and often belong to immigrant families.
