About Drammen municipality, Norway: The city of Drammen is located 45 km west of 

Oslo. The municipality has a population of close to 62 000, but additional 60 to 90 thousand 

in surrounding municipalities regard Drammen as their regional centre. The city is growing 

rapidly, and during the last few years population growth has exceeded 2 per cent per annum. 

Drammen is a multicultural city and is, second only to Oslo, the Norwegian city with the 

highest number of citizens with immigrant background.   

Current relevant activity: Development of a Health programme 

Drammen municipality is planning a ten-year programme to promote health and reduce 

health inequalities in one of the boroughs. Drammen is seeking project partners for a 

transnational project in this field and wants to participate as an associated partner.
