	Outline of the project idea


	Manure from animal farms represent a great business potential for farmers as a biomass source for biogas energy and/or heat production and the residual product is a valuable and significantly less polluting fertilizer.

Instead of manure causing big environmental problems by emission of green house gasses when used directly in the fields and because of nitrogen pollution in the ground water, lakes, creeks and the sea it has a substantial and underutilized potential as an economically and environmentally sustainable energy source. 
Using manure as biomass has furthermore the advantage of not having negative impact on food prices and land use as can be the case with other biomass products.
The aim of the project is to integrate and use the substantial amount of animal manure into the total local energy planning and supply by means of close cooperation between farmers, relevant local authorities in municipalities; energy utilities and end users. 
By means of known knowledge about utilization of animal manure for various energy purposes such as biogas or/and solid materials (pellets) and clarification of technical problems and economically and legal conditions, the project will develop integrated models for sustainable use of animal manure in local energy supply systems. 

The project is expected to give substantial contributions to renewable energy production in areas with animal husbandry and will also reduce CO2 and methane gas emission as well as loss of nutrients to the water environment.

The project is furthermore expected to make contributions to issues such as:

· Local energy supply security.
· Integration of the whole nature given biomass value chain into the local energy supply system.
· Contribution to local business development by creation of “green jobs”.
· Secure sustainable balance between food production and energy production
