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Lisboa E-Nova is now looking for partners in a proposal for the Intelligent Europe Programme 2009, within the STEER programme. 

In this new programme for supporting innovative projects, the priorities set for STEER relate to alternative fuels and clean, energy-efficient vehicles (including electric vehicles) promotion. 

 It has especially come to our attention the priority that concerns the Promotion and facilitation for joint procurement of clean and energy-efficient vehicles (e.g. buses, rental cars, business car fleets and vehicles used for public services such as waste disposal) and/or of alternative fuels.

Lisboa E-Nova, in close cooperation with the Portuguese Company TIS.pt, a highly privileged consultant in transports and with DTEA, an investigation group in the Technical University of Lisbon dealing with innovative vehicles and mobility issues, developed a tool that helps final decision makers and managers in the fleet selection process, to choose the vehicle that better fits their fleet needs, the Green Fleet Tool. 

This tool works in a comparative basis of the whole range of vehicles, based on a constantly updated database, which presents the unities that offer a better cost-benefit relation, taking into account a life cycle analysis. In this relation the environmental impact plays an important and essential role. Further analysis to the availability of new technologies as well as to the evolution of fuel prices are also considered. The overall idea is to promote the adoption of more environmental and energy efficient vehicles, with higher efficient energy use, less air pollutants emissions, more silent engines and a wider range of energy solutions from the point of view security and replenishment.

This project was initially conceived to support the management of the Lisbon Municipality fleet, being now in use for almost a year. 

Further, and recalling the STEER priorities, we have now the perfect opportunity to explore and promote this tool adoption by other Municipalities and entities at a European scale, and that is why TIS is leading a proposal to the STEER programme. The interaction with other fleet managers and decision making players will allow testing new grounds and widespread Green Fleet Tool use. 

With these grounds we would very much like to have you onboard for this proposal. The role played by energy agencies is crucial as these organizations are the link to Municipalities giving them the tools to manage more wisely and conscientiously their cities. That’s is why we are  inviting your Energy Agency and associated Municipality to join the More Friendly Vehicles proposal, as active partners. 

As the time we have to complete this proposal is very short, as the proposal is to be submitted until July the 25, we need your positive expression of interest by Friday, 12th of June. I apologize for this short notice but we feel it is an opportunity not to be missed.
