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To assist their ambitious and exciting plans to rejuvenate a 20 hectare district Park (Lordship Recreation Ground) and develop the sustainable community regeneration of the local housing estates (Broadwater Farm Estate & Tower Gardens) and nearby areas, the London Borough of Haringey and Back To Earth Projects are seeking to share best practice and knowledge on the following: 

1. The construction of 2 new public facilities in the Park: an Environment Centre and an Eco-City Farm.

3. Development of local food projects – cooperative, organic box/bag scheme, community kitchen, local community food growing and composting on the local estates. 

4. The greening of the whole local area with local food projects, energy reduction, renewable energy production and low carbon solutions throughout.

The local authority is seeking partners who have experience of community eco-building to develop a project which can be funded under INTERREG IVB. The deadline for applications for the next round of funding is 7th October 2009.
