	Lidköping campus has just recently started a new tailored vocational education course Yrkesinriktad utbildning, for students who have an intellectual disability.

The course will run for 2 years and will be comprised by 2 days a week studying at the campus and 3 days a week with on-the-job training. Training will be conducted at a variety of different work places, for example, elderly care homes, cafés, shops and other suitable businesses. All traineeships will be managed by a special campus-trained supervisor. The supervisor will be an existing employee of the participating company and will assist with the integration of the student into the working environment.

The aims and objectives of the course are to provide the student with a set of skills and knowledge to enable them to excel, manage and cope within a normal business orientated environment. Furthermore the course shall aim to improve the students’ motivation, self-esteem, and self-confidence and inspire them to meet new work-related challenges.

Additionally, the course teachers will have a proactive role in weekly discussion groups focusing on students’ collective feedback taken directly from their hands-on work experiences.
