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The French department ‘Saône et Loire’ is looking for partners wishing to develop an experiment on short supply chains (‘short circuit’) in agriculture. 
Saône et Loire is one of the biggest French departments by its agricultural area and is characterized by its varied, animal productions and crops and its unspoilt territory. In order to preserve and transmit this heritage, agricultural activity has to be maintained.

One of the Alternatives to so-called mass production is to develop commercialization in short supply chains, with at most an intermediary between the producer and the consumer-customer. There must be other ways to allow economic valuation of the act of production, different from the tourist selling point led by the individual producer and central purchasing supplying supermarkets. To create a new reproducible model, the Department looks for partners wishing to develop an experiment on this theme.
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
