	The project's focus areas

The goal of this project is to demonstrate a model for how the actors in each track can contribute so pupils or students are well received and will continue well into the educational system.


The project will focus on how to create greater visibility and knowledge at various levels of education about how the other levels of education works. What are the expectations from the other educational levels and what can be expected to receive when, for example a university welcomes a new student. The project will work with how to match each educational levels expectations and goals with the other educational levels expectations and goals. Further the project will work with how to adjust discrepancies so expectations and goals becomes fitting to each other.

The project will incorporate experience from regions and educational or employment areas around the EU who have good experience with smooth handovers of students from one educational system to another.
